A: Skunks may contract their own strain of rabies 
(primarily in central U.S.) or serve as a "spill-over" spe-
cies for other variants. However, this disease rarely 
causes human fatalities. Since 1980, only one human 
death has been attributed to the skunk strain of rabies 
anywhere in the United States. According to the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and Prevention, the few hu-
man deaths to rabies annually (on average two or 
three a year, nationwide) have been largely due to do-
mestic bat strains or canine strains contracted over-

ing your local animal control officer if you observe a 
sick, disoriented-acting skunk in areas where rabies 
occurs.

Q: There’s a skunk in my yard during the daytime.  
Isn’t it rabid? 
A: Even though skunks are nocturnal, they sometimes 
forage by day, particularly in the spring, when they 
have young and may be extra hungry. If an adult skunk 
seen in the daytime is also showing abnormal behav-
iors such as paralysis, circling, unprovoked aggression, 
screeching, self-mutilation, or uncharacteristic tame-
ness, call your local animal control officer or police de-
partment for assistance and keep all companion ani-
mals and children away from the animal. 
Q: There’s a baby skunk running around by day.  
Is it rabid?

Approach the skunk slowly and talk softly ς if the skunk gives a warning by stamping its 
front feet, stand still or back off.

Keep an eye on the skunk and keep all people and companion 
animals away. 
Q: I have a cat door and found a skunk in my house. What do I do? 
A: Try to isolate the skunk in one room by closing all doors and erecting 
barriers (such as screens or boards) to gently funnel the skunk back out the 
way he came in. 
Cat doors pose a continual problem because skunks and other wildlife

If 
you absolutely cannot keep your cat indoors, put out the cat food at a certain time in the middle of the 
day, while nocturnal wild animals are sleeping. 
If you must have a cat door, either lock it at night (remember, skunks are generally nocturnal) or get the

  The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) has sent more than 
200 people into the Gulf of Mexico region to respond to the BP 
oil spill. FWS is preparing to deal with the effects of the oil at 25 
wildlife refuges that line the coasts of Louisiana, Mississippi, 
Alabama and Florida.    Aerial and ground surveys are assessing 
damage, and FWS personnel and other workers are recovering 
oiled cleaned, healed and released in safe locations. 
"This spill is significant, and in all likelihood will affect fish and 
wildlife resources in the Gulf ς and across the North American 
continent, for years, if not decades, to come," said Fish and 
Wildlife Service Acting Director Rowan Gould. 
Refuges at Risk 
There are 32 National Wildlife Refuges at risk from the BP Oil 
Spill. These are home to dozens of threatened and endangered 
species, including West Indian manatees, whooping cranes, Mis-
sissippi sandhill cranes, wood storks and four species of sea tur-
tles.  
Although so far oiled wildlife recovered has been minimal, FWS 
expects the number to increase.  
The Threat to Wildlife 
Many species of wildlife face grave risk from the spill. 
Birds can be exposed to oil as they float on the water or dive

for fish through oil-slicked water. Oiled birds can lose the ability to fly and can ingest the oil while preen-
ing.  
  Sea turtles such as loggerheads and leatherbacks can be impacted as they swim to shore for nesting ac-
tivities. Turtle nest eggs may be damaged if an oiled adult lies on the nest.       Oil has the potential to per-
sist in the environment long after a spill and have long-term impacts on fish and wildlife. 
 
The National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) reports on its website, www.noaa.gov: 
  Sea Turtles: The total number of sea turtles verified from April 30 to May 25 within the designated spill 
area is 223. The 223 includes three entirely oiled sea turtles that were captured alive during dedicated on-
water surveys last week: two small Kemp's Ridley and a larger sub-adult Loggerhead turtle. They were 
taken to the Audubon Aquarium where they are undergoing de-oiling and care and are doing well. In ad-
dition, 207 dead and 13 live stranded turtles (of which three subsequently died in rehab) have been veri-
fied. None of the dead or alive stranded turtles have had visible evidence of external oil.  
  Dolphins: From April 30 to May 25, there have been 22 dead dolphins verified within the designated spill 
area. The dolphin collected on May 24 is being evaluated. The other 21 dolphins have had no visible evi-
dence of external oil.

Rescue & Research (Tri-State) who is contracted by British Petro-
leum to provide wildlife assistance for species who may be im-
pacted by the recent oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico. The Service 
recognizes Tri-{ǘŀǘŜΩǎ ŜȄǇŜǊǘƛǎŜ ƛƴ ǿƛƭŘƭƛŦŜ ƻƛƭ ǎǇƛƭƭ  ǊŜǎǇƻƴǎŜ ŀƴŘΣ 
while many wildlife organizations and individuals have ex-
pressed interest in providing their assistance, all rehabilitation 
efforts must be coordinated through the Service and Tri-State. 
Coordination is vitally important for recovery and research ef-
forts, and specific safety requirements and other requirements 
must be met before anyone will be allowed on-site for any par-
ticipation.

list and organize scheduling of potential responders providing the information requested 
below.  Paraprofessionals (see definition in box below)  located within the states of Lou-
isiana, Mississippi, Alabama, Florida and Texas will have first preference in scheduling 
and will be scheduled for efforts located within their home state. If you are located outside 
of these states and are interested in providing wildlife assistance, please submit the same 
requested information.  
  All responders will be contacted by the PPC when their assistance is needed. State reha-
bilitation organizations, permitted wildlife rehabilitation organizations, private rehabilita-
tors or those individuals who are associated with a wildlife organization can help now by 
providing the following information if you would be available to assist in the oil spill re-
sponse efforts:   Name, complete address, phone numbers (primary and alternate); email 
address, exact dates you are available, where you can travel, and number of people avail-
able.  
  It is also helpful to note if you are a wildlife rehabilitator, what species you have experi-
ence with, i.e. wading birds, raptors, pelagic seabirds, waterfowl, etc.  
  It would also be beneficial to know if you are a veterinarian or an avian veterinarian, a 
veterinary technician, or a well-seasoned rehabilitator; and if you have rabies pre-exposure 
shots.  
 Please direct inquiries or any calls about your interest in providing wildlife assistance to

A paraprofessional is defined as a person who: Either possesses, or works directly under a 
person possessing, an active permit or authorization related to the species to be worked 
on; is affiliated with a wildlife organization working within the Wildlife Branch of the Inci-
dent Command Structure (ICS),or is a staff member of a wildlife Trustee agency; agree to 
work under, and abide by, appropriate planning documents prepared by the Unified Com-
mand (such as Site Safety Plan, Incident Action Plan, public affairs requirement, etc.) and 
has a working knowledge and experience (at least 3 months) with the general protocol, 
procedures and safety hazards associated with working on the species of question.  
 Anyone who does not qualify as a paraprofessional and is still interested in volunteer-
ing, may register at Gulf of Mexico-Deepwater Horizon Incident  
http://www.deepwaterhorizonresponse.com/go/site/2931/.  
All oiled wildlife calls should be directed to the Wildlife Hotline at 1-866-557-1401 so we can coordinate 
recovery/rescue. It is important that you please avoid going to affected areas or handling wildlife until 
you are part of a coordinated response effort. Thank you in advance for your assistance and for your 
willingness to help America's wildlife.
